FIRST ARMY SHIP TO BEAR NAME OF AFRICAN AMERICAN

DOCKS AT PENN’S LANDING
The vessel MG Robert Smalls will conduct tours Saturday, September 13th

WHAT: The MG Robert Smalls is the first Army ship to bear the name of an
African American and the first named for a Civil War Hero. The arrival
also marks the first time an Army Reserve Vessel visits Penn’s Landing.
The MG Robert Smalls is a Support Vessel out of Army Headquarters in
Baltimore, Maryland. The $25 million Army Reserve vessel is the largest
in the Army’s floating watercraft inventory. It is used to re-supply troops
worldwide. The ship is 313 feet long, with a beam of 60 feet and carries a
crew of 39 individuals. Docked on the South Quay, adjacent to Penn’s
Landing’s marina, the vessel will be open for FREE tours to the public one
day only.

BACKGROUND: MG Robert Smalls is named after the prominent African American
civil war hero Robert Smalls who served as a Major General in the South
Carolina militia. Major General Robert Smalls became the first black
captain of a U.S. vessel, a South Carolina legislator and militia general. He
served 5 terms in the U.S. Congress. The vessel was named as a result of a
7-year solo campaign to have a naval vessel named for this American
hero.
